Acuña, Mexico: June 12-19 (Sun. to Sun.) 
We will once again be working this summer in the city of 
Acuña, Mexico, which is just over the border with Del Rio, 
Texas. Acuña is considered to be the safest border town in  
Mexico. We will be building 2 homes for needy families with 
the organization Casas por Cristo, which has built thousands 
of homes in the Juarez/Acuña area over the past 18 years. We 

will be housed in a church, with the 
team sleeping on the floor.

Travel details: We will fly into 
Austin, Texas, and then drive to  
Del Rio/Acuña, 200 miles west.
